God made the world-- and most importantly you!
Lesson
· Bring child up to explain God knows the hairs on their head
· Matthew 10:30 “And even the very hairs of your head are all numbered”
· This verse tells us that God knows even how many hairs we have on our head.  Can you imagine that?

· Bring a kid up.  Ask the group to guess how many hairs they have on their head.  Take a few guesses.  Start counting… get to 20 and give up.  Whew, that’s really hard.  I have no idea how God can know each and every hair on our head.  Thank the kid.

· Bring several jars filled with candy (skittles, starbursts, etc. work well for this).  Count them ahead of time so you know how many are in each jar.  Have the kids guess how many are in each jar, use higher/lower to get them closer.  The kid who guesses gets to keep it.

· Bring up the same kids who we tried to guess his/her hair.  Wasn’t it hard to guess how much candy was in each jar?  No one we can’t guess how many hairs are on _____ head.  There are so many more than in any candy jar!  

· So how is it that God knows how many hairs are on your head? (Because He created you, because He knows everything)

· So God knows all about you because He created you.  What else did He create?  (Everything- the animals, the trees, the flowers, the ocean, the stars)
· But God is busy running the whole entire earth.  Why do you think He takes the time to count all the hairs on ________’s head?  (Because He loves us and is never too busy for us)
· I want everyone to stop and take a look at their thumbs for a minute.  See all those swirls and twists and turns all over your thumb?  Now take a minute and look at your neighbors thumb.  Look at it really closely.  Does it look the same as your thumb?  No it doesn’t!  God made it so that EVERYONE in the whole world has a thumbprint that is different than everyone elses.  And He knows every twist and turn and swirl on your thumb!  Because He created you and He loves you!
Craft

· Thumbprint pictures – God created every person with a unique thumbprint

Supplies/Materials:

· Papers pre-printed with related verse on top (suggestion: Psalm 139:14, “I will praise you, for I am fearfully and wonderfully made; marvelous are your works, and my soul knows very well” … maybe a kids version)
· Ink pads (maybe 6 of them; one for each of us to hold) for thumbprints
· Crayons
