Bible verse: "Sing praises to the Lord." Psalm 9:11


Paul and Silas in Prison 

Lesson: 
Paul and Silas are recounting the time they healed the fortune-telling woman & got thrown in prison and then the earthquake came... 

Paul: Hey! I'm Paul and this is my friend Silas & we would like to share with you one of the amazing stories about our travels as we praise God and work for him. We have traveled thousands of miles to share with people about Jesus. 

Silas: One day we were going across town to pray and this girl kept following us (fortune-telling girl enters). She was following us and started yelling... 

Girl: "These men are servants of the Most High God, who are telling you the way to be saved." 

Paul: Even though what she was saying was right, it was not from God. It was actually from the devil. After a while I was getting really tired of this girl yelling and following us around, so I turned to the evil spirit in her and said (turning to the girl) "In the name of Jesus I command you to come out of her!" 

Girl: & the evil spirit left me. This did not make my boss very happy, because when the spirit left me I couldn't tell my fortunes anymore & make him lots of money. 

Silas: He was not happy at all, so he had us beaten up and thrown into prison. We weren't really making any trouble, we were just working for God and people didn't like it. 


Paul: They chained us up and put us in the inner cell of the prison. The inner cell was the worst because there were no windows and no breeze blowing through. It wasn't all bad though because we started signing praises to God.

Silas: We like to sing praises to God.

Paul and Silas: Calm down! We're here!

Paul: Believe in Jesus, put your trust in Him & you will be saved. 

Guard: I want you to meet my family. They have got to hear about Jesus! It's the best thing I have ever heard.

Silas: Hey guys, do you remember our memory verse for today? (Recite memory verse) That's right, and even in the tough situations my friend Paul and I remember to praise God! because we should always praise God. 

Paul: When we have bad situations on our lives, we need to remember to praise God! He is in charge of all our circumstances! He has a plan for our lives and He will take care of us! 
What is the nicest thing God has done for us? (Jesus dying for our sins on the cross). That's right, and because He died for us we want to give Him all the praise.
