Moses Superhero Lesson

Lesson

The lesson will be broken into three parts, the first being a brief introduction and overview of Moses’s life, the second will be clips from “The Prince of Egypt”, and the third will be a short skit with everyone on the burning bush, freeing the slaves from Egypt, and parting the red sea. I will emphasize Moses’s superpower as faith in the word of God.

Introduction & Overview

Today we’re going to be talking about Moses.  Does anyone know who Moses is?  He lived before Jesus was born.  He saved the Jewish people from slavery.

The Jewish people were once slaves in Egypt.  In Egypt there was a very powerful emperor.  He was very selfish and evil.  He made the Jewish people from Israel his slaves.  Does anyone know what a slave is?

They had to work very hard and were treated very bad.  They were not free and were very sad.  The slaves worked for many years.  They didn’t know if they would every be free.

One day God spoke to a man named Moses.  Moses couldn’t see God, but he could hear his voice.  When God spoke, His voice appeared as a burning bush.  The bush was really on fire and at first Moses didn’t understand.  But Moses had faith, so he listened to God.

God told Moses to free the Jewish slaves.  But Moses didn’t know how, he thought had no power.  Moses only had a wooden staff, he didn’t think he had Super Powers.  But God said to believe in God’s power and have faith.

So Moses went by himself to the evil emperor.  And he told him to let the slaves go.  But the emperor wouldn’t.  The emperor didn’t believe in God.  The emperor didn’t think that anyone was more powerful than him.

Then God showed his power!  God told Moses to hold up his wooden staff.  God said that Moses would wield Gods power through the stafjf.  Then he turned the rivers red!

But the emperor would not free the slaves.  He overrun the city with frogs!

But the emperor would not free the slaves.  He summoned evil insects and wild animals!
But the emperor would not free the slaves.  He stopped the daylight!

But the emperor would not free the slaves. Moses again asked the emperor to free the slaves!
But the emperor would not free the slaves.  So God sacrificed some of the Egyptians, including the emperor’s own son.

FINALLY then the emperor finally let the Jewish slaves go!  Now they were free! 
They all started walking back home with Moses leading the way.  There were millions of them - men, and women, and kids.  They walked for many days toward there home of Israel.  But Between Egypt and Israel is a sea called The Red Sea.  It’s big and deep, like the Black Sea we swim in!

So when they reached the Red Sea, they realized that they couldn’t cross.  They also realized that the evil Egyptians were following them.  The emperor and all his armies were closing in on them.  So they were trapped between the Egyptian armies and the Red Sea.
But then Moses had faith that God would save them.  Moses turned to the Red Sea and raised his staff.  Then using Gods power he parted the sea!
He separated the water all the way through.  And it made a road for the Jewish people to escape through.  They all ran through, but the Egyptians were right behind them!  So when the last Jewish person made it across, God closed the sea back… on top of all the Egyptians!  The Jewish people were finally free and safe!

Movie (5 minutes)
I know that was a big story, and it was a little hard to imagine all that.  But we have a movie clip to help show you what happened.  In the movie you can really see the Super Powers Moses had through God!
Show clip from Egyptians coming to splitting the Red Sea, crossing, and the water crashing down on the Egyptians.

Skit (15 Minutes)

So now that everyone understands what happened all of us get to act it out just like in the movie!  First we going to have to seperate into 4 groups.  So lets get into our small groups!
One group is the Egyptians, one is the Jewish people, and the other two groups are the plagues and halves of the Red Sea.
I want the first group to come and stand over on the stage with TEAM MEMBER the emperor.  You are the Egyptian army 
The second group can sit right up front with OTHER TEAM MEMBER.  You guys are the Jewish Slaves.
The last two groups can sit here in the chairs.  You are going to help me with the powers of God, and also play the Red Sea.
EACH TEAM LEADER EXPLAINS WHAT THEY WILL DO 

EGYPTIANS = STAND THERE WHILE MOSES TALKS, CHASE THE JEWISH SLAVES
JEWISH = FOLLOW MOSES
SEA = TOSS FROGS & INSECTS WHEN TEAM LEADERS SAY TO, OPEN SEA FOR MOSES, CLOSE SHEETS ON EGYPTIANS
So now that everybody is in their place… act out scene.
Craft

The craft will be based around hats (beanies in the winter, caps in the summer).  They will symbolize “God’s protection” if you listen to Him. In order to complete the message of listening to the voice of God, we will sew on patches representing the “Voice of God”. If we have time, we can add more patches with things like the child’s name (or first letter), their “superpower”, etc.

Now we’re all going to make something to help us remember our lesson.  But first I want to make sure everybody understands:
So who told Moses to save the slaves?

God (through the burning bush) 

Moses heard God’s plan, he knew what he was supposed to do even though he didn’t know how he was going to do it.  Moses had faith in what God told him to do and then God gave him Super Powers to help him save the slaves.  So when Moses heard God telling him to save the slaves he saw the bush.

But everyone hears God in different ways! Sometimes you don’t even hear him with your ears, but just can feel him telling you the right thing to do.  So we are all going to make a symbol for the voice of God.  And since God protects us, we all get a nice new hat to protect us, like God does!  Then we’re going to sew that symbol on the hat.  So it’s always there reminding us to listen to what God is telling us!
