“Where can I go from your Spirit? Where can I flee from your presence? If I go up to the 
heavens, you are there; if I make my bed in the depths, you are there. If I rise on the 
wings of the dawn, if I settle on the far side of the sea, even there your hand will guide 
me, your right hand will hold me fast. If I say ‘Surely the darkness will hide me and the 
light become night around me’, even the darkness will not be dark to you; the night will 
shine like the day, for darkness is light to you.”

· How do these verses make you feel? Trapped? Comforted? Chased? Supported? Explain.

· God is clearly with you always! Though many of tried to run from him. Jonah is an example of someone who wanted to hide from God. Let’s see what happened…

· Have kids read Jonah 1:1-4 and 2:1-6
· What did Jonah discover when he tried to get away from God? 

· Have you ever felt like Jonah and wanted to get away from God? 

· Have you ever felt like God isn’t with you?

· Have kids read Matthew 28:18-20.

“Then Jesus came to them and said, “All authority in heaven ad on earth has been given 
to me. Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the 

Father and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything I 
have commanded. And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age.” 
· According to these verses, where does Jesus have authority?

· What does authority mean?

· Where does Jesus say he will be, and what does that mean for you?

· Since we can’t be in more than one place at once, it’s hard to imagine that God can. But the Bible clearly says God can and is EVERYWHERE at once. So that means He’s in the U.S. with me when I’m there and He’s in the Ukraine here with me when I’m here.
