Is There Anything God Can’t Do?

· Go over answer to homework question from the previous day:

· Name two things in the Bible when Jesus did something that seemed impossible.

· Matthew 14 (Jesus feeds 5,000 people) and John 11 (raising Lazarus from the dead).

· Have kids read Matthew 4:1-11 -The Temptation of Jesus:

Then Jesus was led by the Spirit into the desert to be tempted by the devil. 2After fasting 
forty days and forty nights, he was hungry. 3The tempter came to him and said, "If you 
are the Son of God, tell these stones to become bread." 4Jesus answered, "It is written: 
'Man does not live on bread alone, but on every word that comes from the mouth of 
God.'” 5Then the devil took him to the holy city and had him stand on the highest point of 
the temple. 6"If you are the Son of God," he said, "throw yourself down. For it is written: 
 
 " 'He will command his angels concerning you and they will lift you up in their hands, 
  
 so that you will not strike your foot against a stone.” 7Jesus answered him, "It is also 
written: 'Do not put the Lord your God to the test.]"  8Again, the devil took him to a very 
high mountain and showed him all the kingdoms of the world and their splendor. 9"All this 
I will give you," he said, "if you will bow down and worship me." 10Jesus said to him, 
"Away from me, Satan! For it is written: 'Worship the Lord your God, and serve him 
only.” 11Then the devil left him, and angels came and attended him.

· God can do amazing things. He has the power to do anything, but there are things he chose not to do because He is perfect and holy. That means God cannot sin. God will not, does not, and cannot lie or be unjust or do evil. Power isn’t God’s only important trait. Although God is amazing and powerful, God is also holy. It’s important to God that we are also holy but it’s impossible on our own. That’s where Jesus comes in.  Without holiness that comes from Jesus’ sacrifice, there is no way for us to have a relationship with God. If you’ve made a decision to follow Christ, then you seen as holy in God’s eyes. That’s an amazing and powerful thing that God did for you.
· God is powerful and holy and He can help you in any situation. So, is there anything that God can’t do?
· Have kids read Jeremiah 32:17, 26-27.

 
17 "Ah, Sovereign LORD, you have made the heavens and the earth by your great power 
and outstretched arm. Nothing is too hard for you.

 26 Then the word of the LORD came to Jeremiah: 27 "I am the LORD, the God of all 
mankind. Is anything too hard for me?
· How would you explain these verses in your own words?

· How would you describe God’s power to a friend? Share an example of God’s power (from the Bible or from everyday life) that’s meaningful to you.
· So, yeah, nothing is impossible for God. Well…almost nothing. Let’s do a little science experiment to help you explore this idea a little more. Get a cup of water, a cup of oil, and an empty soda bottle (with a lid). Work together to carefully pour the cup of water and the cup of oil into the pop bottle. Screw the lid on as tightly as possible, then take turns shaking the bottle three times each. After it’s all shaken up, set the bottle aside and watch what happens as you continue your discussion. God is powerful. But power isn’t God’s only important trait.
· Have kids read Leviticus 19:2.

2 "Speak to the entire assembly of Israel and say to them: 'Be holy because I, the LORD 
your God, am holy.
· What does holiness mean?
· Why is it important to you that God is holy?
· Have kids read Numbers 23:18-19.
 
18 Then he uttered his oracle: "Arise, Balak, and listen; hear me, son of Zippor. 


 19 God is not a man, that he should lie, nor a son of man, that he should change his 
mind. Does he speak and then not act? Does he promise and not fulfill?

· What things can’t God do, according to this verse?

· If God is holy, what are some other things you think God probably cannot do?

· So, if there are things God can’t do, has the way you view God changed? Or the way you view God’s power? Why or why not?
· Check out your bottle. By now, the oil and water are separating from each other. Oil and water repel each other; they just don’t mix.

· How is this like (or unlike) God and sin?
· List some words to describe God on the lines next to the “water” section of the bottle. Then jot down some words that describe things God cannot do next to the “oil” section of the bottle.
· Go through prayer requests with the kids.

· Homework for next day… based on the lesson you choose to follow this lesson, look at the homework answer from the previous day to determine what the question is to ask the kids for the next day…
